
2016 Reserve Riesling

Formerly labeled as Antsy Pants this 
reserve is on of old vine sources 
fermented in stainless barrels with 
wild yeasts that give it a distinct tang. 
It's finished dry, with a lush miner-
al-driven texture. Leesy, long and 
layered, this is from one of a handful 
of Oregon wineries pushing Riesling 
into exciting new directions. As 
winemaker Matt Berson writes "the 
2016 vintage was warm and relatively 
dry, resulting in bold and rich fruit 
and well-established acid - like 
turning the bass and the treble both 
up to 11."
